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Grace and peace to your from God our Father and from the Lord Jesus Christ. 

 

As the last couple of weeks have unfolded, I have increasingly been hounded by the spiritual forces of 

wickedness. This is nothing new in my life as a Christian, however. My life as a follower of Christ is bound to 

be assailed and attacked by the spiritual forces of wickedness because I represent Christ and they want nothing 

to do with Him. As a matter of fact Paul even wrote in his epistle to the Ephesians, Finally, be strong in the 

Lord and in his mighty power. Put on the full armor of God so that you can take your stand against the devil's 

schemes. For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, 

against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 

Accordingly then, the Church faces this powerful army whose goal is to disrupt the unity and core of our 

beliefs and love and I believe this is what Satan and his army has been trying to do for the last couple of 

weeks. 

 

As I have been in battle all my life as a Christian, I have learned that Satan uses any and all means to 

accomplish his task of tearing down the Church and that includes using Christians against one another. For 

instance, Satan sometimes lures followers of Christ to spoil the work of Godôs people; sometimes Satan lures 

followers of Christ to plot in Church classes to spoil the truth; sometimes Satan lures followers of Christ to 

gossip outside the Church to spoil its outreach; sometimes Satan lures follower of Christ to plot against the 

leadership of the Church and its pastor. 

 

As we continue our journey together let us be aware of the many methods Satan and the spiritual forces of 

wickedness use to attack our unity and love in and for God. It stands to reason then that because no Christian is 

exempt from these attacks we must be prepared for battle. Therefore, listen to Paulôs words once more from 

Ephesians: Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to 

stand your ground, and after you have done everything, to stand. Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled 

around your waist, with the breastplate of righteousness in place, and with your feet fitted with the readiness 

that comes from the gospel of peace. In addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can 

extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, 

which is the word of God. And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With 

this in mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the saints. 
 

We must engage this struggle together and we must be well prepared. Too we must engage this struggle 

knowing that Christ is more powerful than any angel, demon, power, height, and depth. Let us therefore, go 

into battle prepared, and knowing that in Christ, we are super-conquers and that His love will protect us from 

any wicked forces.
